It’s that time again: time to pitch in and make this Preview Night the best yet!!  As you are aware, you do have some requirements to meet.  They are: 25 points and 6 hours.  Of the points, at least ten must be show tickets sold and ten must be raffle tickets sold.  Of the hours, at least three must be working at the show.  Coinciding with the theme of “A Taste of Christmas,” this year we are offering a new way to obtain points.  Each batch of 2 dozen baked goods will be worth one point.  We are asking that all Juniors contribute a minimum of 2 dozen, as these will be used to stock the tables for the patrons.  Of course we will need much more than that, so bake/buy as much as you want and earn your points!!!

Speaking of points, you are eligible to earn triple points on all corporate sponsorships and raffle items until September 1st.  For example, if you plan on making your $25.00 Loyalty Circle contribution, do so before September 1st and you will get three points instead of one.
