· In November, our club was one of the main sponsors for the Southern Christmas Show Preview Night, a popular, regional crafts show and holiday market.   Since the Preview Night was our primary fundraiser, members solicited donors to support our projects, and raised an amazing $11,400 from corporate sponsors.  Juniors were responsible for providing a hospitality suite and volunteers for all aspects of the show.  In addition, our club provided food for all guests of the Preview Night, soliciting over $7,000 from local restaurants and food suppliers.  Club members also arranged entertainment and solicited raffle prizes valued in excess of $4,000 and sold tickets to the show.  Juniors donated cookies and soft drinks for additional food tables, and worked with the coat check and will-call booths.  This remarkable project, which required months of planning, generated funds that will support our club’s projects for the upcoming year with the fantastic raised total of $23,500.  (44 Members, 700 Hours, $466.00).  To thank all of our generous Corporate Sponsors of to the Southern Christmas Show Preview Night, our fundraiser for the year, members handwrote “Thank You” cards to each business and individual for supporting our club.  (12 Members, 300 Notes, 75 Hours).  Members wrote “Thank You” cards in appreciation to current or past club presidents thanking them for their contributions to our Presidents’ Circle.  (40 Members, 10 Hours) 

· On January 12th, February 9th, March 8th, April 12h, July 12th, August 9th ,  September 13th, October 11th, November 15th, and December 13th Juniors do a craft with woman who live at Dove’s Nest.  Juniors have begun to develop individual, personal relationships with the women at Dove’s Nest that are very powerful.  Since the project is so enjoyable, the crafts have become much more diverse and intricate, including jewelry boxes, macramé, jewelry-making, and a Spa Day, to name a few activities.  Dove's Nest is a women's program for the Charlotte Rescue Mission providing a loving, highly-structured Christian environment to help women understand and deal with the core issues of their addiction. Dove's     Nest focuses on spiritual, physical, social and psychological recovery from chemical dependence. The program is women-specific, with a staff dealing with all women's issues including mental, emotional, physical and sexual abuse.   (100 members, 140 hours, $800.00)
· In April, the members of the Club took some time to express their own artistic skills by visiting Our Paintin’ Place to make their own painted pottery.  Each member took home a lovely item she created and time was spent socializing and getting to know one another better.  (6 Members, 12 Hours, $0.00).
· Members enjoyed the April event so much a second event was held in October.  Even future Juniorettes attended – one member brought her 2 year old daughter who created her first masterpiece.  The pottery came out so good many plan to enter their items in the Arts Festival.  (4 Members, 8 Hours, $0.00).

· A new project called “Name that Musical Genre” was held with local youths.  Over 13 kids and 4 chaperones learned about musical genres through interactive play, listening to music, and matching music with genres.  “Name That Movie” was a highlight along with a classic, musical chairs.  Everyone enjoyed baked goods and candy, along with a goodie bag and winners received a play microphone.  This was the first time the project was held and it was a great success.  Elon Homes for Children, Kennedy Charter Public School (KCPS) is a private, non-profit agency that serves the needs of abused, abandoned, and troubled adolescents through a variety of programs and services.  KCPS is accredited by the State of North Carolina to serve at-risk students, which are students that are at risk of failing in the traditional public school setting for social, emotional or academic reasons.   (8 Members, 14 Hours, $32.62)
· This summer the Charlotte Symphony Orchestra needed volunteers to collect donations at their Summer Pops Concert.  Juniors volunteered their time and collected donations during and after three concerts.  The Charlotte Symphony Orchestra believes orchestral music nurtures the human spirit and is integral to the preservation and development of the American culture.  It is their mission to perform a broad range of this music, including appropriate genres of American traditional and popular music, at the highest possible professional standards consistent with fiscal responsibility. (4 Members, 12 Hours, $0.00)  

· A local school, Pineville Elementary, was in need of art supplies for their kindergarten classes.  Juniors purchased supplies and donated markers, construction paper, glue sticks, glitter and more for these children.  A high percentage of these students are on free or reduced lunch and the teachers struggle to obtain supplies each year.  (6 Members, 6 Hours, $30.00)
· The Golden Living Center was the scene for a December event called Christmas Crafts and Caroling.  Members participated in arts and crafts projects with the residents by creating holiday cards while singing carols.  Cards were delivered to the rooms of those too ill to attend the event in the activity center.  That way everyone at the Center was engaged in some way.  The Golden Living Center is a local nursing home in Charlotte that has a long-standing relationship with Charlotte Juniors.  (7 Members, 13 Hours, $52.00).
· Birthday Blessings, a new project for our Club, was the focus of a four month long project to collect birthday-themed plates, napkins, and other items for children’s birthday parties.  Birthday Blessings is a non-profit organization started in Charlotte that believes that every child should be celebrated, regardless of circumstances, and provides birthday parties for homeless children (www.birthdayblessings.com).  Many packages cups, napkins and plates were collected, helping many children in the Charlotte area to celebrate a birthday.  (10 Members, 2 Hours, $100.00).

· The club made a monetary of donation of $250.00 to support the Public Library of Charlotte Mecklenburg County.  The roots of the Public Library of Charlotte Mecklenburg County can be traced to 1891. In the last years of the 20th century, the library system grew to over 20 locations (including five regional libraries offering expanded services) serving people in neighborhoods and towns across the county. From a grand total of 2,526 books when the Carnegie library opened in 1903, today's library system contains over 1.5 million adult and children's classics, favorite paperbacks, modern best sellers, videos, CDs and DVDs, with over 500 employees county-wide helping to make information available to virtually anyone who wants it. As the county and region grows, the Library reaches out in traditional and new ways.  (2 Members, 2 Hours, $250.00).
· Threads of Love, through the effort and support of many participants in chapters across the country, provides clothing, blankets and other handmade articles for tiny premature and sick infants. The organization desires to show God's love to the parents and loved ones of these babies in their time of uncertainty.  It supports this mission by making blankets for premature babies and clothing for babies that have passed away.  The Club made a monetary donation of $250 to this organization.  (2 Members, 2 Hours, $250.00).

· Theatre Charlotte is the local, community based, non-professional theater to which the club made a $250 donation.  Formerly known as The Little Theatre, it is Charlotte’s community theatre and has been “creating drama since 1927.”  Theatre Charlotte’s mission is to create outstanding theatre opportunities relevant to the people of the Charlotte region.  Auditions are open to anyone in the Greater Charlotte region and the theater produces a wide-range of live performances.  (2 Members, 2 Hours, $250.00).
· As Spring approached, members were encouraged to attend the great festivals Charlotte has to offer.  Many are arts-related or have arts displays, including Springfest featuring live music, street vendors, food stalls and live entertainment and Cityfest Live, an annual concert featuring some of the country’s most popular performers. (44 Members, 2 Hours, $0.00).
· Many members take advantage of the area’s vibrant arts cultural events.  Six members attended a live theatrical performance, six members support the local arts organization, one member is involved in the arts program at her child’s school, two members have children that take music lessons.  (15 Members, 30 hours, $0.00).

· Seven members supported the Arts and Sciences Council in Mecklenburg County, a proactive, nonprofit organization that provides the planning, oversight and funding required to ensure and support a vibrant and culturally diverse art, science and history community in Charlotte/Mecklenburg for the education of all children and the enjoyment of all residents.  (7 Members, 7 hours, $140.00)
· Eight members attended one of the local museums in or near Charlotte: The Mint Museum, The Mint Museum of Craft & Design, Discovery Place, the Schiele Museum, and the Nature Museum (6 Members, 12 Hours, $0.00).
· Six members either sing in a choir, play an instrument, perform in the theater, paint or sculpt.  (6 Members, 30 Hours, $0.00).
