· On September 27th,  Juniors participated in the annual “Pet Palooza” which is the Humane Society’s largest annual fundraiser.  It consists of a fundraising walk and a pet festival where the Humane Society displays their foster pets for adoption through a fashion show.  The mission of the Humane Society of Charlotte is to bring love and hope to all animals by ensuring the humane treatment of companion animals through adoption, spay/neuter and education.  (5 Members, 12 hours, $0).

· The Club supports the The Catawba Riverkeeper Foundation (CRF) which advocates for and secures protection and enhancement of the Catawba River, its lakes, tributaries and watershed so that it will always sustain the human and wildlife populations that depend on it for life.  The organization accomplishes its mission through advocacy, education and protection. The Catawba Riverkeeper Foundation was formed in 1997. It is an award winning 501(c)(3) non-profit operating in the fourteen counties of the Catawba River watershed, flowing through North and South Carolina.  The group trains and leads five locally based Covekeeper Programs on Lake Hickory, Lake Norman, Mountain Island Lake, Lake Wylie and Lake Wateree.  The Club made a financial donation of $350.00 to the organization. (2 Members, 2 Hours, $350.00).

· The Club made a financial donation to the North Carolina Conservation Network, which is a statewide network of over 120 environmental, community and environmental justice organizations focused on protecting North Carolina’s environment and public health. The NC Conservation Network supports, trains and coordinates diverse groups and directly advocates to achieve equitable and sustainable solutions for our environment.  (2 Member, 2 Hours, $325.00)
· The Club made a financial donation to the North Carolina chapter of the Nature Conservancy.  This international group’s mission is to preserve the plants, animals and natural communities that represent the diversity of life on earth by protecting the lands and waters they need to survive.  The North Carolina chapter has preserved over 700,000 acres of land across the state.  (2 Members, 2 Hours, $100.00).
· At the business meeting on November 10th, all members attending were told about the following tip from How Stuff Works “How to Conserve Energy at Home” issue.  If you're willing to be active in managing your home's energy resources, there are many opportunities not only to conserve heat and air-conditioning but also to reduce the burden on your heat and air-conditioning systems. Though it's 93 million miles away from Earth, our sun puts out some pretty potent energy. Members were encouraged to read the article to learn about passive solar energy, which conserves energy and lowers electric bills.  (44 Members, 2 Hours, $0.00).

· Seven members have installed energy efficient lightbulbs and one member drives a hybrid car.  (7 members, 3 Hours, $0.000), (1 Member, 1 Hour, $0.00).  Another member takes public transportation to work whenever possible.  (1 Member, 1 Hour, $0.00).  Ten members recycle regularly and one member has supported a local land trust’s fundraising and awareness event.  (10 Members, 5 Hours, $0.00), (1 Member, 3 Hours, $0.00).  Several members have attended either a state or national park, a neighborhood park, the NC Zoological park or the NC aquarium.  (7 Members, 7 Hours, $0.00).

· At the business meeting on September 8th, all members attending were encourages to inflate their tires.  If you own a car, it will get better gas mileage when the tires are fully inflated, so it will burn less gas and emit less carbon.
