· A $2,000 donation was made to the Blue Ridge Parkway to support this national and state treasure and to support the GFWC-NC project.  Authorized in the 1930s as a Depression-era public works project, the Parkway was more than a half-century in the making. It was the nation's first, and ultimately longest, rural parkway, connecting Shenandoah National Park in Virginia with the Great Smoky Mountains National Park in North Carolina. Enduring standards for parkway engineering and design were pioneered here.  The Parkway incorporates several recreation areas, some exceeding 6,000 acres. These parks within the Parkway have visitor centers, camp grounds, picnic areas, trails and, in many instances, concessionaire-operated lodges, restaurants, gas stations and other facilities.  (2 Members, 2 Hours, $2000.00).

· Winghaven Gardens and Bird Sanctuary is a local treasure.  The gardens reflect many local species of plants, flowers, trees and other fauna.  Designed as a sanctuary for birds, it is a 4 acre haven within the center city of Charlotte.  Througout the gardens, emphasis is placed on attracting birds and providing cover, nesting sites and food.  Juniors organized a freebie and collected bird food for the non-profit.  There are many volunteer opportunities at Winghaven that allow its visitors to be part of Charlotte’s cultural heritage and a partner in the continuation of the legacy of the extraordinary individuals that created it in the late 1920’s.  Long revered for the special habitat it offers to the birds and for the beauty of the gardens, it is a marvel of environmental stewardship and education.  Wing Haven is as progressive as it is picturesque. Suet and sunflowers seeds were donated.  Many birds in the community were impacted by the donation.  (2 Members, 2 Hours, $13.79).
· At the business meeting on October 13th, all members attending were told about the following “conservation tip of the month.” According to Parent Magazine, “everything you need to make eco-friendly cleaners is right in your pantry.”  Limiting your daily use of harmful chemicals can help to conserve our natural environment.  Ingredients the magazine mentions are baking soda and distilled white vinegar to create all-purpose cleaners for kitchen and bathroom that are environmentally friendly.  (1 member, 1 hour, $0)
· One member has participated in a litter clean-up program outside of the Club and four members planted a tree.  (1 Member, 5 Hours, $0.00), (4 Members, 4 Hours. $0.00).  Three members participate in other community groups that promote beautification programs and five members regularly pick up trash along the side of the road.  (3 Members, 3 Hours, $0.00), (5 Members, 0 Hours. $0.00).  

· Four members have travelled along the Blue Ridge Parkway, two have donated to the parkway, and one has a Blue Ridge Parkway license plate.  (4 Members, 4 Hours, $0.00), (2 Members, 1 Hours. $0.00) and (1 Member, 1 Hours, $0.00).
