· Clubwomen volunteered at the Latin American Festival October 12th, 2008.  The mission of the Latin American Festival is to enhance diversity in the Charlotte region by bringing the community together to promote and share the richness of the Hispanic/Latin American culture.  We were asked to assist in selling beer to attendees of the festival. They actually didn’t need all of the volunteers at the beer tent, so two of us handed out voter information to individuals at the event. The proceeds of the beer sales go to fund activities and projects of the Latin American Coalition.  This was an easy project to sign up for. All was done online and many individuals were impacted. There was a very diverse crowd at the festival and it was interesting to learn what the Latin American Coalition does. We also ended up helping out with the voter information to gain interest in people to register to vote.  One non-Junior (former NC President Barbara Volk came with junior member, daughter Carrie Powers).  $75 was requested for the project but no money was spent.   (7 Juniors, 17 Hours, $0.00).  
· Ten Juniors enjoyed some holiday-themed volunteering by working with Samaritan’s Purse for the annual Operation Christmas Child project.  This non-profit organization coordinates the shipment of over 2 million donated Christmas gifts to children in other countries who might not otherwise receive a present.
