Arts Festival Participation Report 2008
Junior Woman’s Club of Charlotte

The 2008 Junior Woman’s Club of Charlotte’s annual Arts Festival, Paint the Sky with Shoes, was held at the Charlotte Woman’s Club on Saturday, February 2, 2008.  The Arts Festival showcased artwork and literature from the area middle and high school students, as well as fellow clubwomen. The festival also included a silent auction to raise money for Project Shoe Closet, which buys shoes and socks for needy children in our community. Submissions include photography, painting, crafts, drawing, graphics, and literature. ArtFest, a separate festival for developmentally challenged youth and adults, was also held in conjunction with the Arts Festival. 

The Junior Woman’s Club of Charlotte partnered with the Charlotte Woman’s Club to have an even bigger festival.  Florence Watts was the Chairperson for the Juniors and Tara Anastaci was the Chairperson for the Charlotte Woman’s Club.  All first place winners represented the Junior’s and the second place winners represented the Woman’s Club at the District III Arts Festival.

Members helped to promote this year’s festival by emailing and calling teachers of the elementary, middle and high schools in Mecklenburg County, contacting over 57 schools.  The elementary schools participated by submitting short stories and poetry.  The middle schools participated by submitting painting and literature.  The high schools entered photography, paper sculptures, drawings, paintings, graphics, computer graphics, poetry and short story writing. Clubwomen participated by exhibiting their beautiful photography.  We had 24 students, and 3 clubwomen advance to the district festival.

In an exciting annual event to support individuals with disabilities, our club sponsored 19 entries for ArtFest, a program dedicated to promoting the arts among handicapped students, and residents of mentally handicapped centers and group homes.  Our adult entries came from J. Iverson Riddle Adult Development Center and our student entries came from Metro School.

We had nearly 300 pieces of art and literature submitted.  For the second year in a row, we had a silent auction, sold ads for the Arts Festival Program, and sold shoe cut-outs to raise over $800 for our Shoe Closet Project!  We were serenaded by the Dilworth Singers from Dilworth Elementary and the Lake Wylie Elementary School choir. 

Student winners were recognized at an Awards ceremony to recognize the students and teachers for their outstanding artistic abilities and the student’s parents for their support.  Certificates of appreciation were presented and monetary awards were given to the students.   

The Junior Woman’s Club of Charlotte awarded a total of $840.00 for student art, and literature contests; and a total of $100.00 for ArtFest contests. We had a total of 5 judges for art, craft, and literature who were given $15.00 gift certificates.  We spent $80 on supplies, $100 on advertising, and $100 on food for the awards ceremony.  A total amount of $1300.00 was spent on the festival.
